REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

His medication was refilled as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film to take one and half films SL daily for 30 days, #45.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
