CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and complained of tingling in the right leg, followup for hearing impairment and hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed tingling in the right leg after he walked for 15-20 minutes and after that he took rest and since then he does not have any tingling in the right leg. The patient has no history of diabetes mellitus.
The patient came today as a followup for hearing impairment and he is using the hearing aid with good results.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure reading at home is normal and the patient is going to continue the same medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

ALLERGIES: None.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Sister has breast cancer and alive.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives by himself and sister is nearby and the patient quit smoking last year. The patient has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse. The patient is retired now and his exercise is mostly walking.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant tenderness. The patient is using hearing aids bilaterally.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur. The patient usually has bradycardia, which is his baseline. Respirations are 17-18 and he is afebrile.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

Rectal examination is performed and it is normal size.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact. There is no more tingling at this time and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
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
