CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided jaw pain, accidental fall, chin laceration, or left rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son stating that the patient accidentally fell down at home and injuring his right jaw, it was painful and the pain level was 6 or 7; however, the patient went to the emergency room and had x-rays done, which did not show abnormality and the patient complained of no significant pain at this time and he is able to eat.
The patient had laceration of the chin after the accident and it was repaired in the emergency room. The patient came today to have the sutures removed.

The patient also sustained injury to the left ribs and rib x-ray was unremarkable. The patient stated that the rib pain now is less than 3 and he is able to do his chores without any problem.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain or fainting episodes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day along with tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day as per the urologist.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glipizide 5 mg one tablet twice a day, Tradjenta 5 mg once a day, and metformin 1000 mg twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on isosorbide mononitrate 30 mg once a day, losartan 100 mg once a day, nifedipine 90 mg once a day, and torsemide 10 mg once a day as needed along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of chronic gastritis and he is on omeprazole 40 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 25 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: None.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals injured on the scalp and the patient has no significant tenderness of the right jaw and movement of the mouth is unremarkable. Chin has two sutures and the wound has completely healed. There is no tenderness.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Chest examination reveals left-sided rib tenderness and the pain level is 2.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
