IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: The claimant presented a California Identification Card, which correctly identified him as Jason Michael Macias; ID 2Y9361648.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 18-year-old male referred for disability evaluation.
HPI: As noted, the patient is an 18-year-old male who was born with bicuspid aortic valve and severe aortic valve stenosis. He underwent balloon valvuloplasty at Stanford at 10 months of age. He has had no other surgeries. He has been asymptomatic. He has had no palpitations, dizziness, syncope or presyncopal episodes. He stated that he had been cut off from SSI at age 12. At age 18, he decided to reapply. He otherwise is currently doing well. He does have history of umbilical abscess dating to 2021. No other complaints at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Congenital stenosis of the aortic valve.

2. Closed fracture of the shaft of tibia.

3. Proximal phalanx fracture of finger.

4. Obesity.

5. Aortic stenosis.

6. Aortic regurgitation.

7. Umbilical abscess.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Balloon procedure of the aortic valve.
MEDICATIONS: Currently, on no medications.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: A sister had diabetes. His grandfather had heart problems.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient states the use of rare alcohol. He has marijuana use to include edibles.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had recent weight loss.

HEENT: Eyes: He wears glasses.

Gastrointestinal: He reports heartburn.

Psychiatric: He has nervousness and insomnia. He further reports anxiety.

The review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a moderately obese male who is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/70, pulse 72, respiratory rate 20, height 71”, weight 262 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Examination reveals a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. This appears to be increased with inspiration.
The patient was referred for echocardiogram. Echocardiogram is pending.
IMPRESSION: This is an 18-year-old male with history of bicuspid aortic valve and aortic stenosis. He has history of congenital heart disease for which he underwent balloon procedure at age 10 months. The patient otherwise is clinically doing well. He has moderate to severe obesity. Otherwise, he appears clinically stable. At the time of this evaluation, he has no significant disability. He has history of bicuspid aortic valve as noted and as such he will require echo followup. However, the congenital heart disease, which had been appropriately treated, does not limit his ability to perform significant tasks such as walking, lifting or bending at this time. Again, repeat echocardiogram is required to follow up on progression of aortic stenosis.
