Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mrs. First who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and small kidneys.  Last visit August.  Presently review of system stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Uses inhalers.  No oxygen, no orthopnea or PND.  Stable edema.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight nitrates, beta-blockers, losartan, Lasix and Aldactone.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 217, blood pressure 110/54 repeat blood pressure 130/50.  No localized rales, consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema or neurological deficits.

Laboratory Data:  Chemistries creatinine 1.5 previously 1.4, GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal, elevated PTH 121, anemia 12.6.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  She has small kidneys 8.4 right and 9 on the left, no obstruction.  A CT scan angiogram did not show renal artery stenosis.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB not symptomatic, monitor overtime.
2. Relatively small kidneys.  No evidence of renal artery stenosis based on CT scan angiogram.
3. Prior smoker COPD, clinically stable.
4. Coronary artery disease stable.
5. Peripheral vascular disease stable.
6. Fibromyalgia reason for what we could not do a renal Doppler and we went straight to CT scan angiogram.
7. Sleep apnea, unable to tolerate CPAP machine.
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8. Anemia without external bleeding, monitor overtime.
9. Probably secondary hyperparathyroidism, monitor overtime.  Come back in the next four months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. The patient verbalized understanding.
