CC: BPSD in the form of yelling and screaming and UA C&S review.

HPI: An 87-year-old with unspecified dementia which has progressed in the last couple of weeks, behavioral issues such as yelling and screaming aloud, stating that staff are holding her hostage and it is upsetting to the other residents and she is not redirectable. Her son continues to visit daily; when he is here, she is on good behavior and that becomes an issue as well in trying to do things regarding the patient’s behavior and his lack of understanding. The patient had a UA done that is reviewed today; it is culture positive for Citrobacter freundii and subacute infection with Enterococcus faecalis. There is no sensitivity. The patient is noted walking around the facility, then going and sitting with other residents, she was quiet and I just let it be.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression since admission, anxiety/depression, BPSD in the form of yelling and screaming, HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/10.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient up, going around, appeared in good spirits or at least was quiet.
VITAL SIGNS: Not available.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently, has a walker which is recommended she use. No LEE.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.

NEURO: Orientation x1, verbal, can be demanding, difficult to redirect.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UTI. We will empirically start nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. Nurse has called the lab to get sensitivities; when those are available, we will adjust medication as appropriate.
2. BPSD. Depakote 125 mg b.i.d.
