CC: Constipation.

HPI: A 94-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease, has been on MiraLAX q.d. to resolve her constipation that has occurred; however, now she is having loose stools and would like to have it less frequently. Encouraged her to continue with water intake. She eats good at mealtime and is not on any medication that would be *__________* constipated, i.e., no opioid.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression since admission, gait instability; no falls in the last three weeks, OAB, HTN, HLD, and BPSD.

MEDICATIONS: Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., melatonin 5 mg h.s., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 5 mg b.i.d., oxybutynin 5 mg t.i.d., Zoloft 100 mg q.d., Zocor 10 mg q.p.m., D3 q.d.
ALLERGIES: BACTRIM and CLINDAMYCIN.
DIET: Regular, mechanical soft with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/60, pulse 98, temperature 98.0, respirations 17, O2 saturation 94%.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Constipation resolved. We will change MiraLAX to MWF only.
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
