CC: Followup on Depakote initiation.

HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced Parkinson’s disease, end-stage Parkinson’s related dementia and new behaviors noted couple of weeks ago of picking at the air or trying to pick things up off the ground that were not present. The danger to the patient is that he is on a wheelchair, he is quite frail and he would scoot himself or try to scoot himself to the end of the wheelchair, which fortunately staff were able to intervene and avoid fall. Staff report since the initiation of those behaviors have faded away, he was observed in the dining room, seated in his wheelchair waiting dinner, he was sleeping, difficult to awaken. At first observation, it is clear that he has lost some weight, he appeared more gaunt.

DIAGNOSES: In addition to advanced Parkinson’s and end-stage Parkinson’s related dementia, the patient has senile frailty and chronic back pain.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/03.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with Ensure q.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Observed him sitting in a wheelchair, he was leaning to one side. He is frail, did not awaken at attempts to have him open his eyes.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/69, pulse 68, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, O2 saturation 96%, weight 138.2 pounds that is 4 pounds less than last check and 20.4 BMI.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has decreased neck and truncal stability, is in a wheelchair, less able to propel it with his feet and has to be repositioned.

SKIN: His skin is dry. He has bruises on both forearms. No breakdown.

NEURO: Orientation x1, speaks infrequently and, when he does, it is garbled and gibberish.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with BPSD addressed with Depakote, continue, no change.
