CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 96-year-old seen in room. She shares her apartment or rooms with Ron and they were listening to music and enjoying each other’s company. Her speech initially was clear and, as she continues to talk or is eager to make a point, she starts to have difficulties and her frustration shows. She is coming out for meals and having dinner with Ron and it is clear that she enjoys spending her time with him.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, expressive aphasia, CKD, HTN, and Afib.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/01/2022 MAR.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: Mechanical soft.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert, animated.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/78, pulse 74, temperature 97.8, respirations 16, and oxygen saturation 94%.
CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm with a soft SEM. No rub or gallop noted.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair that she can propel. No lower extremity edema. She weight bears and self-transfers.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech was clear initially and then started to become more dysarthric or having word apraxia. She tried to talk and then she just became quiet.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Anemia. CBC shows an H&H of 10.8 and 33.7. Normal WBC and platelet count. Indices are WNL. No changes in treatment. CMP review WNL.
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
