CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 94-year-old in apartment with Ms. Vaughan, they were listening to music. He is pleasant. He interacts with her in a very endearing manner, but yet encourages her independence to do things she is capable of doing for herself, but reassures her that he is there to help her.
DIAGNOSES: DM II, HTN, glaucoma, HLD, GERD, and insomnia.
MEDICATIONS: As reviewed previously on 08/17/2022.
ALLERGIES: As reviewed previously on 08/17/2022.
DIET: NCS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well-groomed, pleasant and interactive.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented times three. Clear coherent speech, voices his needs, understands information, able to give information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He does have an alteration in his gait tending to lean more to the right and trace bilateral lower extremity edema.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypothyroid. The patient is on levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d. TSH is 5.30, so a little higher with the high end of normal being 5.0. I discussed this with the patient. We are going to leave him right where he is at. He is asymptomatic and functioning in a quite active manner.

2. CMP review. BUN to creatinine ratio mildly elevated at 22. Encouraged him to drink more fluid i.e. water.
3. Anemia. H&H are 11.8 and 37.6 with normal indices. He is currently not on iron and we will defer any treatment at this time.

4. DM II. A1c is 7.8, which for the patient’s age is in target range. No change in Lantus 24 units h.s.
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
