CC: Medication issues.
HPI: A 74-year-old with advanced dementia and depression is seen today after daughter had questions regarding specific medications. Nurse had contacted me and clarified with the daughter. She questioned if Aricept could be discontinued and wanted citalopram to be discontinued as her mother was doing better. Today, I explained to the daughter that the orders to discontinue Aricept had already been written when current supply was out and that Ms. Taylor was doing better because she was on the citalopram so discontinuing the medication would lead her back to the place where the daughter was concerned and wanted her on something for depression. The light bulb seemed to go off and so it will continue.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying comfortably on bed, alert in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/57, pulse 74, temperature 97, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 94%.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Depression has done well on citalopram low dose. We will continue.

2. End-stage dementia. Aricept discontinued.
