HPI: A 96-year-old sitting in her room watching the news. She is pleasant and engaging and just likes to get to the point. She has a history of DM II and anemia for which labs were done and reviewed today.

DIAGNOSES: HLD, gait compromise in wheelchair, and gait affected after hip fracture.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., and Trulicity 0.75 mg q. Wednesday.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female sitting pleasantly in her room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/77, pulse 81, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%. FSBS 278.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. She is just a person a few words. Affect appropriate to what is being said understood given information was able to repeat it back and explained the adjustment in her insulin that would be made. She is in agreement with whatever needs to be done.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Gets around in her manual wheelchair. She is able to weight bear and self-transfers. No edema.

RESPIRATORY: Lung fields clear. Normal effort. No wheezing. No rhonchi.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. A1c on Trulicity 0.75 mg q. Wednesday is 12.6 increasing to 3 mg q. Wednesday.

2. CMP review. Serum glucose is 397 otherwise WNL.

3. History of anemia. CBC WNL to include indices.
