CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen lying in bed after lunch. He was awake and willing to have his labs reviewed. He denied any problems at this time. He was seen last week. It was found that he only had partial lab available, but those were reviewed with him. His diagnoses are Alzheimer’s disease, depression, GERD, insomnia, and seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note on 09/01.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from note on 09/01.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/62, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 18.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is able to reposition himself without difficulty and has no lower extremity edema.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

NEURO: Oriented x2, has to reference for date and time. He just speaks a few words at a time. Speech is clear. He does not tend to ask for help.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: CMP review, creatinine elevated at 1.54. However, check six months ago was 1.55, so stable. Lab otherwise unremarkable. I have spoken with DON, lab did not draw as ordered on same order sheet his CBC or TSH, which will be done today or tomorrow and review it next week.
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
