CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 84-year-old with baseline labs drawn seen today. She is pleasant when she comes in. She does not remember who I am. I told her and she stated that not remembering that is why she is here. She is very animated well groomed and had been out to a Walmart outing. I told her that we were going to call one of her daughters who wanted to be present on by the camera in her room to review labs were not in her room right now. The patient was not aware that she had a camera and seemed to be hurt by that stating that she finds out kind of after the fact that people are talking around her about what they are going to do to her for her and I told her that I was sorry that she was not aware that I surprised by bringing that up, but she knows now and then I will be straightforward with her about everything as I have been. We then went into review her labs and found that it was partially done with the comment that quantity not sufficient for CBC, which is a lab issue.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, DM II, hypothyroid, CAD, HLD, and IBS.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/01/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 09/01/2022 note.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient well-groomed, alert and cooperative.
NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech was fairly fluid today. She does have short sentences and occasionally would have to stop to gather herself and then be able to speak. Clearly expressed herself regarding things being done such as a camera without her being informed, reassured her that it was with good intention. She acknowledged understanding lab work when we reviewed it.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BMP review. BUN elevated at 24. Otherwise lab WNL.
2. Thyroid panel: TSH mildly suppressed at 0.45. FT4 and FT3 both WNL so no changes in methimazole.

3. CBC. We will require blood draw as inadequate draw noted by lab and A1c is added given history of DM II and cited as problem not on medication. I will do a baseline A1c. We will review in next week.
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
