CC: Bereavement.

HPI: A 93-year-old who had been in Memory Care with his wife. She passed away earlier this week and he is now living in AL. When I saw him and asked how he was doing, he told me that he was okay. He had earlier been constipated during the day and had relief. So staff told me that he really does not speak about his wife and appears to be doing quite well coming out for meals, interacting with other residents. The patient had an episode of significant constipation today. He is on stool softeners and told me that today’s episode is not common. He was given a brown cow which resulted in output. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, expressive aphasia, visual deficits secondary to CVA, OAB, GERD, HTN, hearing loss, partial benefit with HAs, insomnia and loss of ambulation and in WC.

MEDICATIONS: Pepcid 40 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., Flomax h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Coreg 12.5 mg h.s., and Senna Plus q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Mechanical soft with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient observed seated in his wheelchair. He was alert, knew who I was and interacted.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/85, pulse 74, temperature 98.0, respirations 20, and weight 134.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He uses a wheelchair which observed him propelling without difficulty. No lower extremity edema. He moves arms in a normal range of motion.
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NEURO: Orientation x2. He makes eye contact. He says a few words at a time. Visual and auditory deficits affect communication and he comes out for meals and does interact with other residents.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Bereavement appears to be dealing with his wife’s death by just moving on with things he did not bring her up and the time that we talked.

2. BPSD, a few weeks back, there were some increased agitation. So alprazolam was increased to 0.25 mg 10 a.m. and 2 p.m. with Haldol 1 mg 6 p.m. He remains on that and it appears to be doing well for him, so no change
