CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 84-year-old with neurocognitive deficit and a psychoses component, seen in room today. He was sitting in his recliner. He has a stern look on his face and kept his eyes on myself and the nurses we walked into the room. I spoke to him. He gave a one-word answer. He was able to tell me that he was okay. He had no pain but his appetite was good and said he slept okay. The patient had a fall on 08:20 in his bathroom hitting his right elbow and sustained a skin tear across his right forearm. Nursing staff have cleaned it and cared for it. However, the dressing keeps getting moved around breaking the scab causing more bleeding. Today when I saw him, he had another diagonal laceration superficial on his arm. He could not tell me how that happened. Overall, he keeps to himself, comes out for meals. Family has called and checked on him. The patient was admitted here from Cedar Ridge Geri Psych after taking his truck for a drive and ending up in Mississippi where police were contacted because he did not know where he was and they were able to contact patient’s brother and SIL who live in Alabama where the patient was residing and picked him up.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with psychotic component.

MEDICATIONS: Aricept 5 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 7.5 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. and Seroquel 200 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears slightly disheveled, but otherwise cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 157/87, pulse 61, temperature 97.4, respirations 22, and weight 162 pounds down 4 pounds. BMI 23.2.
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HEENT: He has got thick hair that he had just slicked back It is bit long. Conjunctivae mildly injected. Moist oral mucosa.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort in rate with clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x1 to 2 depending the day. He has made a few words, gives a one or two word, answer and it is generally in context. His affect remained the same, somewhat gross.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Dementia with BPSD, delusional and paranoid component. He has been stable since his admission without any behavioral issues noted and it does not appear overly sedate. 
2. Code status. We will follow up with brother regarding DNR.
