CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 88-year-old seen in room. She was up watching television. She is trying to explain to me the program that she was watching I think that is what she was explaining was different from what was actually being shown, but she seemed to enjoy the show. She also states that her OTC Tylenol was taken out of her room and she used it for headaches. I explained to her that she does receive the Tylenol routinely and I will look into it. I explained it may be because of memory issues. They feel that she is not safe to self administer. She did not like that idea. She was groomed and I told her that her room smelled less of urine and she stated that her son must have the most sensitive nose, but did not explain why. I know that he has had her room cleaned for that same reason. No falls or acute medical events since seen last. 
DIAGNOSES: HTN, specified dementia, urinary incontinence, OA, allergic rhinitis, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan 100 mg q.d., Toprol 100 mg q.p.m., Extra Strength Tylenol 500 mg two tablets b.i.d., Allegra 180 mg q.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Boniva 150 mg 24th of each month, Detrol LA 2 mg b.i.d., Effexor 225 mg q.a.m., and vitamin C 500 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant. She remembered that I come around to see her, but did not know my name or in what context I was seeing her, so that was explained.

RESPIRATORY: Lung fields clear with a normal effort and rate. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker outside of her room. In her room, she ambulates independently. She is steady and upright. She has had no falls. No lower extremity edema. Limbs move in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She has word apraxia and acknowledges that she cannot find the word given some time or given suggestions of what she may be thinking of. She is able to identify the word she needed and then continues on speaking. Affect appropriate to situation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. CBC and CMP WNL as was screening TSH at 1.58. No changes in medications.
