SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies secondhand smoke exposure.

IMMUNIZATION: Vaccination up to date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented. The patient is crying, but is easily comforted by mother.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 110/84.
Pulse 110.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

The patient is managing her saliva well. There is no trismus. 
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.
2. Strep pharyngitis.

3. ER followup for continuous antibiotic treatment.

Child was given Rocephin 500 mg IM, she was observed in the clinic for another 15 to 20 minutes after which she was re-examined with no complaints.

Mother was advised to bring child back tomorrow for final shots she states she understand and will comply. Advised to increase fluids and to come back to clinic if worse or to go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
