History: Dr. Haji was seen today. He is now being treated for H. pylori infection by Dr. Pham. He is also on pantoprazole twice a day. The third problem is the wife noticed that at night he goes into some coughing spells and has some cough and congestion and she had consulted Dr. Amin, the pulmonologist who suggested if he just takes an inhaler at night he may do better and she was wanting to know if she can have an inhaler. The patient is developing memory problems, so he had no idea of what was going on. So, the patient was seen, examined and I did not hear any wheezing. He did not complain of any chest pains or shortness of breath, but I believe his wife’s observation of cough and congestion and agree with Dr. Amin’s idea of putting him on an inhaler. I gave him a Breztri inhaler at least one to two puffs a day. The patient understands plan of treatment.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. H. pylori gastritis.

2. History of bleeding gastric ulcer.

3. History of acute bronchitis and I have given a Breztri inhaler.

He is not given any antibiotics as he is not running any fever and his oxygenation is good.
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
