The patient following her back surgery has had problems with gait and loss of balance and when she pulled her anterior right thigh muscle while trying to climb steps while in India vacationing, she has had trouble with ambulation and she has to use a cane for ambulation. The patient is going through intensive physical therapy. The patient is 79 years old and does need a handicap sticker. She had resisted getting a handicap sticker all along, but now she is ready. A permanent handicap sticker is in place and the patient was given a signed prescription so she did not need to notarize it and permanent handicap sticker is given. Her right thigh is still weak. Her gait is extremely abnormal in fact there is a tilt at the pelvis so that she has a gait where she limps and she is unsteady and she has in fact fallen a couple of times. The patient has history of:

1. Cardiomyopathy.

2. Hypertension.

3. Chronic anxiety.
