History: Mr. Cook was seen today on a video visit. His last labs were reconciled and the patient has cholesterol that is good, but his triglycerides are 416 and these results are results of June 2022. When I had given him a lab slip following the visit, I told him we need to start him on Vascepa or fish oil 1 g tablet two tablets in the morning and two in the evening to improve his triglycerides. His medicine list was reconciled. The patient takes some medicines from Dr. Mahesh Dave. He states he gained a lot of weight on a medicine called aripiprazole or Abilify 2 mg, so he stopped his Abilify on his own one week ago. I told him he must contact Dr. Dave for that, but he states his mood is good. Today, he wanted refill of five different medicines, one was his omeprazole for gastric reflux. A new medicine added for increased triglycerides, so they were all sent to Walgreens in Brenham, Texas. Overall, he is doing good. He states he wants to do another visit in sometime middle of November and I will see him in the office then. He has no problem with chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. The only problem was elevated triglycerides on this visit for which we started Vascepa generic.
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
