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1. ST, 45-year-old woman with abdominal pain, nausea and vomiting. Lab, chest x-ray, CT, urinalysis, amylase and swab tests all were negative. Diagnosed with nausea, constipation, and URI. Sent home with albuterol, Zofran, Augmentin, Dulcolax, and lactulose. The patient stated she was very impressed with MD that she felt like she had the workup of her lifetime and really the workup was pretty appropriate. I would not have done anything less with all her symptoms.
2. JP, 27-year-old male with body aches, nausea, vomiting, and headache. Positive COVID. Negative chest x-ray. Treated with Motrin, eye drops, inhaler, and Paxlovid. The phone number left in the ER was a bad number.

3. PB, is a 12-year-old young lady with loss of taste. Negative hCG. Tachycardic. Positive flu A. Treated appropriately. The patient loved the doctor. Workup appropriate, not excessive.
4. CA, is a 24-year-old male with jaw pain, knee injury, skin burning after he was assaulted leaving a club. CT of the head, face, neck, knee, and C-spine all negative. Treated for contusions and abrasions. He was very happy with the care he received.
5. CZ, 26-year-old woman with abdominal pain. Lab, CT and sonogram negative. Diagnosed with ovarian cyst, dehydration, and constipation. Treated with Dulcolax, Motrin, Zofran, and lactulose. Very happy with the care received.

6. AJ, 43-year-old woman with history of COVID, still positive for COVID. Chest x-ray is negative. Symptoms are improving. He was continued on albuterol, Medrol, and Flonase. Loved the doctor.
7. JG, 14-year-old, there for suture removal. Mother is very happy with everyone, staff and physician because of how fast they took care of her daughter.

8. JW, 7-year-old male with hives on the face, diagnosed with URI, scarlet fever. Treated with albuterol, Amoxil, and nebulizer treatment. The child still has the rash today, but mother was impressed with the workup.
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9. AJ, is a 25-year-old woman seen for cough and congestion. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Treated with Medrol and albuterol. Left message for the patient.
10. GH, 38-year-old male with cough and mucus. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with albuterol and Z-PAK. Liked Dr. Rajan very much, he stated.
11. LG, 20-month-old baby with swollen eyes, diagnosed with otitis media. Flu B was positive and periorbital cellulitis. Treated with Motrin, nebulizer treatment, sulfa drug and Amoxil. The child is doing great. Mother was very happy with the care. I am going to ask Dr. Rajan who is a board certified pediatrician regarding periorbital cellulitis and whether or not they all have to be admitted; I was under the impression that they were and he started the child on two different antibiotics, but I will have an answer for you later, but the child is doing better and mother is happy.
12. JM, 20-year-old young lady with ankle and foot pain. X-rays negative. Pregnancy test negative. Treated with Toradol for fasciitis and Motrin. She was very happy with the care.
13. TN, 41-year-old male with cough, chills, and fever. Negative chest x-ray. Negative swab test. Treated with Motrin, albuterol, and nasal mist. He was happy with the care.

14. EN, 41-year-old woman with headache, cough, and congestion. COVID test was negative, but Dr. Rajan treated the patient empirically with Paxlovid, albuterol, and Motrin. She was very happy with the care received.
15. AQ, is a 19-year-old male with finger injury. X-ray negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Treated with Motrin. Left a message for the patient.

16. DL, 25-year-old young lady with earache, sore throat, and congestion. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with otitis media and bronchitis. Treated with Medrol, Z-PAK and albuterol. Left a message for the patient.
17. TS, 52-year-old woman with shoulder pain. Shoulder CT showed soft tissue gasses. Treated with Toradol, Solu-Medrol and Zofran in the emergency room. Lab, blood culture and Zosyn were ordered, but the patient decided to leave AMA, wanted to go home, because her child was alone, before going to a higher level of care, but Dr. Rajan went on and on about how important it is to go to a higher level of care hospital because of gasses and emphysematous tissue that was noted. Blood work was not done before the patient left because she left AMA.
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
