The patient is seen with history of cough and congestion, sore throat, drowsy for the past three days. Did telemedicine visit with prescription of Keflex taken x 1. Diarrhea x 1 today.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion and less active for the past three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. The patient had COVID a year ago long case without problems.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Antibiotic Keflex as above.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.1. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation except for a few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Strep test was obtained which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Viral upper respiratory infection and pharyngitis.

PLAN: We elected to observe the patient while continuing current antibiotics with followup as needed.
