REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: With 1+ lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormalities.
Strep screen performed, which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.
