The patient presents for followup. Per mother still a little febrile, complaining of throat hurting with congestion and ear pain. She states medication did not work; seen here four days ago and given azithromycin.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Increased temperature and ear pain and continued congestion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None other than present illness.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Cerumen obscuring both external auditory canals with poor visualization of tympanic membranes. Pharynx with slight erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Impacted cerumen, probable otitis media and upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for amoxicillin 8-10 days with recommended followup as needed and followup with pediatrician for removal of cerumen in ears. The patient cleared of acute infection.
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
