SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri described that she has been doing much better. She is eating good and sleeping good. Denies any depression, sadness, or mood swings. She described she is going out with her mother. She also indicates that she feels groggy and sloppy in the morning and she believes that Seroquel may be a problem. Therefore, I reduced the dose of Seroquel to 50 mg daily. She denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any suicidal thoughts. She described she has been doing very well. She is seeing her therapist on a regular basis. The patient has been in good mood, pleasant affect. No suicidal thoughts. No hallucination or delusion. Judgment and insight is improved. I encouraged that she has been compliant regularly and that made the reason of her stability to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder and history of posttraumatic stress disorder.

PLAN: Continue Zoloft 50 mg daily, Neurontin 100 mg three times a day, Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime, Haldol 10 mg b.i.d., Depakote 250 mg b.i.d., and Ativan 0.5 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
