SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon was cooperative, pleasant and appropriate. She described she has been doing good, sleeping good and eating good. She denies any depression, sadness or mood swings and is recovering from number of medical issues including her left knee replacement and also her shoulder pain. She indicated that she took a part-time job as a cashier in Dollar Store. I appreciate her motivation and encouraged that is a good idea to spend her time rather than sitting at home and do nothing to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She was appropriate, taking Vyvanse 60 mg for attention deficit disorder and Wellbutrin XL also helps her in depression. She has history of major depressive disorder and ADD. ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic, symptomatically stable. Attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
