The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Traylor has noncompliance because of lack of insurance and is not able to refill the medication although he is still feeling depressed and sad, isolated and withdrawn. He claimed that he may be getting insurance from January. I further discussed if he is depressed he can take Zoloft 50 mg daily and he can get this prescription with low cost either from Walmart or from Meyer. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations. He is also concerned that he should not be charged double charges because he missed the appointment. I further discussed that nothing will be charged, but he has to see his well being and try to be compliant with the medications and maybe followup with me to which he agreed. He was alert, oriented, tall African American male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or persecutory feelings, but has been having mood swings.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed.

PLAN: I have sent a prescription of Zoloft 50 mg daily. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained. Prognosis guarded.
