PATIENT NAME: Soto, Olga

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. The patient had seen Dr. Neerukonda and she had given her Bystolic 20 mg daily but it has not made any change in her palpitations. She had stress test done by Dr. Neerukonda, but exact details are not known. The patient does not have any chest pain at present. The patient wants to see another cardiologist as Dr. Neerukonda’s receptionist told her that they do not take her insurance. The patient had a Quanta Flow Test done and she had index of 0.51 on the left foot and 0.12 on right foot suggestive of peripheral arterial disease. Left dorsalis pedis is 1+ and right dorsalis pedis is 2+.

PLAN: The patient wants to see another cardiologist and patient will be referred to Dr. Angirekula for peripheral arterial disease, cardiac arrhythmia, and possible coronary artery disease because of association with peripheral arterial disease.
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
