SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well at home according to family. The patient has advanced Alzheimer’s disease. The patient has taken Eliquis for about six to seven months and family wants to discontinue it. Eliquis will be discontinued. We advised the family to watch for deep venous thrombosis. If she gets deep vein thrombosis again she will need Eliquis for lifetime. The patient had deep vein thrombosis only one time and she will take Eliquis for about six months. She had a thrombolysis by Dr. Wu also. She will have CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, and hemoglobin A1c through home health nurses. Eliquis was discontinued.
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
