Thank you for your continued support.

Alice is 80 years old now. She comes here for followup. I saw her a year ago for anemia. The patient had a chronic kidney disease and she was prescribed Procrit. The last shot however was in April 2022. Since then, the patient did not get any Procrit. She comes here with extreme weakness and fatigue.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes for several years. She was on metformin. History of hypertension for which she has been on lisinopril. She also has osteoporosis and she takes Prolia given by Dr. Huck every six months and she also sees a nephrologist for chronic kidney disease as well as a gastroenterologist for GERD. She had hip replacement in 2017 and thyroidectomy many years ago. She is on supplement. Colonoscopy was two years ago. Endoscopy was also done then.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is an 80-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighing 126 pounds, 4’11” tall and blood pressure 143/71.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia.

2. Chronic kidney disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 40,000-unit of Procrit and give her a prescription to continue that through home health. We will see her in a year.
