History: Ms. Nash is an acutely and chronically ill white female with C. difficile colitis and is barely improving. She is right now on vancomycin two tablets in the morning and two in the evening dose for a week. She states she still gets loose watery diarrhea, but is not black. There is no blood in it. Today was the first day when she had only bowel movement one time a day. Occasionally, she does have still little abdominal discomfort, but her food selection is not good; she eats hot dogs and she eats pancakes. Her lab that was done on 09/09/2022 reviewed. Her A1c is improved to 7.7 and she is still anemic with hemoglobin of 10.9, but overall feels better. She is still wheelchair bound and brought to the office by her husband. She still continues to use all the pain medicines that she uses for chronic pain. Her med list reconciled again. I told her this time we want to see her in the office in two weeks as she has improved. She is going to double confirm the dose with us of vancomycin whether it is 125 mg tablet or a 250 mg tablet. She is not running any fever. She is not having any trouble with urination. She is not nauseated. She is not throwing up. Her weakness is slowly improving. The rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
