History: Ms. Dalal was seen today. She had a Blue Cross physical. She brought her labs and the labs showed increased triglycerides to 300 plus. Her calcium was normal once she stopped the oral calcium. The patient did undergo extensive workup of hypercalcemia, which was normal. The patient does have problem with urticaria for which reason she has seen several specialists and she just takes Zyrtec, but she states for unknown reason she gets burning sensation in her both upper extremities like it is getting swollen. She has not had swelling of lips or shortness of breath in a long time.
Ms. Dalal’s triglycerides were increased to 350. So, we decided to increase her simvastatin from 10 to 20 mg a day and then also start her on Vascepa 1 g two tablets in the morning and two in the evening to make it four a day. The patient is doing well status post right knee replacement. The patient wanted an order for mammogram which was given and she plans to get it done in Houston at Methodist. The patient’s med list reconciled. We will see her in the office in a month.
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
