The patient presents with bug bites.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Skin rash for two days, question mosquito bites, location trunk and extremities, pruritic.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered maculopapular erythematous eruptions measuring 8 to 12 mm in diameter without evidence of infection or exudate. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuro: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash with probable local reaction to insect bite.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for prednisone and to observe and follow up as needed.
