The patient is here for followup MVA. She has been receiving physical therapy for neck injury and doing better. She complains of continued pain to left knee with tenderness to pressure to knee lying on her side or putting pressure on the knee on the ground. She states she can ambulate without this discomfort. She has noticed no swelling or rigidity of knee motion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Foot: Noted within normal limits. Ankle within normal limits. Leg within normal limits. Knee: Noted 1+ tenderness to lateral left knee. Full range of motion without effusion. Thigh without abnormality. Neurovascular and Tendon: Without abnormality. Gait within normal limits. Skin: Without abnormality. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with residual injury to left knee.
PLAN: X-rays were taken which showed no abnormality. The patient was given prescription for meloxicam to take on regular basis with application of moist heat. To avoid pressure or stress on knee. Follow up in one month.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: MVA with residual left knee injury. Neck injuries as before.
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
