CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of nausea and vomiting for the past two days with upper abdominal discomfort.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Vomiting two times last night with intermittent abdominal pains without diarrhea for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Had a removal of cyst on the neck.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On menses with history of mild dysmenorrhea with superficial cramps. Past history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: With diffuse tenderness without guarding, rebound, or rigidity. Bowel sounds increased. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

A UA was obtained and showed presence of lot of ketones compatible with history.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis with vomiting.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zofran. Continue clear liquid diet with precautions and advice to go to the emergency room for further evaluation if the patient continues with abdominal pain without resolution over the next day or two.
