PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had repeat COVID test which was negative.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis and COVID.
PLAN: Because of persistence of COVID and the request of the patient Rocephin and dexamethasone injections were repeated with refill of prescriptions for Medrol and Z-PAK. Return to work on Monday as tolerated with followup p.r.n.
