The patient is seen for x-ray check and followup of right ankle injury, still with painful weightbearing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck and Back: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Foot without abnormalities. Ankle still with right lateral inframalleolar tenderness. Leg within normal limits. Knee within normal limits. Thigh within normal limits. Gait within normal limits. Neurovascular and Tendon: Without other injuries. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup sprain right ankle.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription. We did a boot cast to wear without physical exam until followup and release. We will recheck in one or two weeks. Consideration of ortho referral if needed.
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
