This is a progress report on Debra Sweezer.

Initially, the patient was seen during October 2021 when she presented with mass on a CT scan in the lungs. The patient then was hospitalized on 18th of October for severe anemia and hemoglobin of around 6.6. The patient was given blood at that time. A CT guided biopsy of the lung mass showed it to be amyloidosis so bone marrow aspiration biopsy was done, which showed multiple myeloma with extensive disease in the bone marrow. The patient since was started on Revlimid, Velcade, and dexamethasone, however, in between patient had COVID infection she missed several weeks of treatment and also during initial phase she was working so she would miss treatment every so often nonetheless now patient has since retired and she has been coming regularly once a week, but the patient had some peripheral neuropathy with numbness and tingling of the feet so Revlimid was dropped. The patient has been on now melphalan, prednisone, and Velcade. She has done reasonably well. She has been on this for last three month or so. She does not have much symptoms other than very little if any tingling numbness. No pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: Today showed her to be 61-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inch tall, weighing 188 pounds, and blood pressure 126/87.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: Her WBC 6000, hemoglobin 11.3, hematocrit 34.5, and platelet 367, which is all within normal limit. Her CMP is essentially unremarkable. Her IgG is 1752 mg/dL, which is borderline elevated.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma and amyloidosis.

2. Weight loss and anemia resolved.

3. Peripheral neuropathy from Revlimid almost resolved.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue Velcade once a week 2.8 mg. Also, we will continue melphalan and prednisone every four weeks.

If IgG does not continue to go down at that point I would think we may have to add Darzalex.
