A 93-year-old woman has been seen for today face-to-face evaluation. Ms. Rice is currently on hospice with advanced dementia endstage. This is evident by sleeping 18-20 hours a day, increased confusion. The patient is oriented to person, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, history of protein-calorie malnutrition and ADL dependency.
The patient also suffers from chronic kidney disease, renal insufficiency, hypertension, and muscle wasting of the lower extremity. The patient also has encephalopathy related to her history of out of control hypertension and multiple infarcts in the past. The patient’s blood pressure is currently controlled, but her symptoms have continued to worsen. The patient now grunts instead of speaking and blabbering like she used to. She eats very little and she is showing worsening weight loss compared to last visit. Given the patient’s advanced dementia and worsening condition, she remains hospice appropriate.
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
