She is sleeping more as I mentioned, more confused, eating less, and has lost weight and garbled speech is now developed into a grunting. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting of the lower extremity and temporal wasting. She is bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned. The patient is showing worsening symptoms of advanced dementia and remains hospice appropriate.
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
