CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of difficulty swallowing with food getting stuck, some gagging over a year and she thinks it is getting worse.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of palpitations, history of cleft palate with cleft palate partial repair in Texas Children’s Hospital, history of ear tubes, still being followed at Texas Children’s Hospital with planned revision and bone graft in the future.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noticed cleft deformity still present upper lip with apparent incomplete closure of hard palate anteriorly. Neck: Supple without masses. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Cleft palate with dysphagia.

PLAN: Recommended to keep appointment with Texas Children’s Hospital on 26th of this month to discuss swallowing problem. Advised if not able to, we can help her, to follow up here for referral to gastroenterologist with consideration of Dr. Walker, GI surgeon.
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
