The patient presents with history of rash all over body, non-pruritic, like it may be partially mosquito bites, history of been getting bitten last weekend with exposure to foreign animals in woods, non-pruritic.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered 3 to 4 mm excoriations extremities and trunk with multiple faint macular type lesions also on trunk and extremities measuring 4 to 6 mm. Single excoriated lesion to right lateral calf with minimal inflammation without exudate or purulence.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Probable local reaction to multiple insect bites with possible early impetigo present.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bactrim and mupirocin topical care with followup in the next several days if not clearing.
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
