Ms. Haw was seen regarding stroke history, diabetes mellitus, and history of depression.

HISTORY: Ms. Haw was seen after being showered. She complains of pain in her groin area and in her vaginal area. They needed a Hoyer lift and apparently there was a bit of pressure from the straps.  There is redness in the groin and nurse is using antifungal. Her diabetes is stable. There is no polyuria or polydipsia. No headache, chest pain, or shortness of breath noted No paresthesias. Her depression seems stable. She seemed less anxious than at other times I have seen her. She has a stroke with left hemiplegia.

She has baseline with a stroke. She denies any dyspnea. Her congestive heart failure appeared is controlled. She is confused and not well oriented.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting or dysuria. No chest pain, shortness of breath, no fever or chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 144/74, pulse 65, respiratory rate 18, temperature 97.2, and O2 saturation 93%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallops. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves are grossly normal. She has a left hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Haw is baseline with respect to her stroke and I will continue aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. She has essential hypertension, which is currently controlled and I will continue lisinopril 40 mg daily.

3. She has diabetes mellitus, but that appears diet controlled.

4. Speech is working with dysphagia. She has depression and anxiety. I will continue Zoloft 50 mg nightly plus Xanax 0.25 mg twice a day. She is on lactulose 30 mL as needed for constipation. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
