CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. McLaughlin was seen regarding history of head injury. Mr. McLaughlin himself denies any new changes. His speech is poor and difficult to understand. He mutters words and sounds. He denied any pain when seen. He is not dyspneic and there are no new symptoms. There are no neurological changes. He has some movement of his left upper extremity, but is paralyzed with his right upper extremity including contracture of the hand. He is paralyzed in his legs with foot drop bilaterally. He has history of hypertension, which is relatively controlled. Notes indicate that he has had cerebrovascular disease as well. He has had a history of seizures in the past. He is on Trileptal for this. He has had no seizures reported lately. He is on Depakote for mood, which may also be helpful for seizures.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain. No dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.8, pulse 57, respiratory rate 15, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: He can move his left arm a bit, but he is totally paralyzed in his legs and right arm. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. McLaughlin has had a head injury and notes also indicate that he had cerebrovascular disease.

2. For mood and behaviors, I will continue Depakote 500 mg every eight hours. He has history of depression and I will continue Lexapro 20 mg daily.

3. Hypertension. This is controlled. I will continue lisinopril 20 mg daily plus Norvasc 10 mg daily.

4. He has got glaucoma and he is using Timoptic drops 0.5 % one drop in each eye twice a day.

5. He has seizures and I will continue Trileptal 600 mg twice a day.
