Mr. Childers was pleasant and denied new complaints.

HISTORY: He has history of seizures, but there has none been reported lately. He has history of pneumonia, but that has not been present for sometime. He has a stroke with right hemiplegia, but he also had a high right above knee amputation. This is stable and the site is clear. He is presently confused and mentally challenged.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever or chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain, or any change in bowel habits.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill. He is adequately nourished. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. He has right above knee amputation. No edema.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Childers has a seizure history. I will continue Dilantin 200 mg daily, which is controlling it. 

2. He has history of stroke, which is baseline. He is on aspirin 81 mg daily.

3. He has history of bipolar disorder, which is currently stable, and he has been in good spirits and is not on medications for this.

4. There is a past history of COVID 19 with no sequela.

5. He has peripheral vascular disease.  Overall, I will continue the current plan.
