Thank you for this referral.

Lulu comes here for followup today. She recently had a blood done which showed ferritin of 334. Her hemoglobin was 12.1, hematocrit was 36.2, platelet count was 182, and WBC was 5000. Her CMP was essentially unremarkable. She does not offer any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of hemochromatosis for last 10 plus years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is an 87-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 140 pounds, and blood pressure 158/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Elevated ferritin and history of hemochromatosis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do phlebotomy and remove one pint of blood then also recheck ferritin and CBC.
