Thank you for this referral.

This 72-year-old Hispanic male smokes one pack a day for 60 plus years. He also gave history of excessive alcohol use at least 10 bears everyday for last 50 years. The patient has allergy to Zocor and Flomax.

SYMPTOMS: He complains of some weakness otherwise he is fine.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: According to the patient, he went for a checkup at VA and a chest x-ray was done which showed abnormality. Subsequently, the patient had CT scan and the CT scan did show lesion in the left lung with lymph nodes in the mediastinum so patient had bronchoscopy biopsy of which came back as adenocarcinoma with lymph node metastasis. He was staged as stage IIIB. He was told that his tumor is not amenable to any surgical treatment and that he should undergo radiation therapy with concomitant chemotherapy so his head CT was unremarkable. PET/CT did show mild uptake in left lower lobe with a pulmonary nodule and CT scan did show a solid 18 x 13 x 16 mm lobulated nodule in the posterior superior left lower lobe and left infrahilar lymph nodes were also prominent. The pathology showed adenocarcinoma with seven lymph node positive and now patient is here for further recommendation and advised to go to VA for radiation therapy everyday is not possible for him even weekly concomitant therapy he wants to do it near his home, which is in Little Elm; that is why he is here.

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PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of diabetes and hypertension. He has COPD. He also has chronic back pain and history of major depression. He does have some diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. He is on NPH as well as regular insulin, also metformin, losartan, finasteride, atorvastatin, and aspirin.

He denied any pain in the chest or any hemoptysis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 167 pounds, and blood pressure 149/76.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node not felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry especially at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Adenocarcinoma stage IIIB and tumor marker study is pending.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will try to get complete pathology report from Dallas VA. We also will try to talk to Dr. Monica Kumar who was the attending and get her views. Also, we will try to reach out to radiation oncology here in town to coordinate his radiation therapy along with the chemotherapy.
