FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports cough. Cough is dry occasional. Cough is productive of green sputum sometimes.
The patient reports fever yesterday.
The patient reports sore throat and throat pain is approximately 7/10 worse with swallowing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented obese child and in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

HEENT: Eyes: The patient’s conjunctivae injected bilaterally. It is watery, but no discharge movement.

Extraocular motion is normal in all fields.

Visual acuity, the patient has no problem with his vision.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds.
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THROAT: Erythematous and edematous tonsils. Uvula is midline and mobile with no exudates.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.
2. Acute bronchitis.

3. Cough.
4. Acute pharyngitis.
The patient was discharged with the following today. He was given work excuse to return on Monday because of his condition. Could be contagious to other kids. He was discharged with the following medications:
1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now then one p.o. daily until gone.

2. Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution two drops three times daily for 10 days #10 mL.
3. XYZ mouthwash 15 mL, gargle and spit out every morning x4 days #60 mL.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
