History: Ms. Atkinson has today a problem with left knee pain, left hip pain and low back pain. She originally started with that pain and was given some steroids and antiinflammatories and the right leg ultrasound was done for the problem with right knee pain and right leg pain and the ultrasound was negative for any DVT. The patient was having hoarseness and thyroid nodules, so I had sent her to Dr. Snow, the ENT and they did even a thyroid biopsy and everything was good after that. Because this pain then went away and she came in today stating her pain is back, so I have made two referrals. She is seeing Dr. Moghalu, the neurologist on October 14th and she is referred to Dr. Ricardo Garcia, a sports medicine doctor, for this pain for possible injection in her hip and knee. The patient was given a flu shot. The patient states Advil does help the pain. She has also had problem with breast nodule and, when the patient went for biopsy, they were not able to trace the nodule and the patient was sent home. So, basically for every problem that happened, they were not able to find out any new problems, so I will see her in the office in about six weeks after she has seen Dr. Moghalu as well as Dr. Ricardo Garcia. The patient can take over-the-counter Advil in the meantime.
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
